Prof. Axelrod will lecture in ECOWEEK 2010 via video conference on July 28, courtesy of the US Cultural Center in Jerusalem.

2. Konstantinos Labrinopoulos of the award-winning architecture firm KLAB of Athens, Greece, will join the East – West Jerusalem workshop with SAYA architects Karen-Lee Bar Sinai and Yehuda Greenfield-Gilat.
3. Architect Braha Kounda, Director of the Interior Design Department of Holon Institute of Technology, will join the Biennale workshop with architects Thomas Doxiadis (doxiadis+, Greece) and Petros Babasikas (Drifting City, Greece).
4. Architect Omar Yussef, who teaches Architecture at the University of Birzeit will join the urban planning workshop in the Negev desert with Prof. Michael Sorkin (Sorkin Studio, New York). Omar will also lecture on water conservation in housing projects in Gaza.

5. Architect Dr. Sakis Mitropoulos, Chief Architect of the Greek Patriarchate of Jerusalem, will give a special tour of the Church of the Holy Sepulcher to ECOWEEK participants only, on Saturday July 31, at 10 am.
