ECOWEEK 2010 brings together architects and students of Architecture from Greece, Israel, the West Bank (Israel), Italy and Turkey. ECOWEEK 2010 Young Architects Forum: Green Architecture :: Community :: Sustainability will take place in Israel and the West Bank (Palestine) in July 25 – 30, 2010. In July 31 – August 1.

For one week young architects and designers and experts in ‘green’ design and ‘green’ Architecture, will come together for intercultural dialogue, exchange of ideas, and sustainable design for the benefit of communities in the West Bank, the Negev desert and elsewhere. Also, two groups will participate in the Bat Yam Biennale for Landscape Urbanism.

On July 31, Greek Partriarchate architect Dr. Sakis Mitropoulos will lead the group to a special visit in the Holy Sepulcher in the Old City of Jerusalem.

ECOWEEK 2010 will have the participation of architect and urban planner Prof. at City College Michael Sorkin (Sorkin Studio, New York), leading Danish architect Bjarke Ingles (BIG, Denmark), ‘green’ architect Thomas Rau (Holland) and a rare opportunity to listen and to meet Prof. Robert Axelrod (University of Michigan), known for his book ‘Evolution of Cooperation’.
The program includes lectures and workshops on real projects for real communities in real sites some of which will be built. Among the workshop projects us Shorouq the empowerment center for Palestinian women in El-Azaryia (outside Jerusalem) – led among others by architect Dan Price - a project to connect between East and West Jerusalem – with the participation of award-winning Greek architect Konstantinos Labrinopoulos (KLAB) and architects SAYA – an industrial area and tourist facility in the Negev desert – led by architects Michael Sorkin; two workshops in the Biennale of Bat Yam for Landscape Urbanism – led by architects Thomas Doxiadis (doxiadis+, Greece) and Petros Babasikas (Drifting City, Greece) joined by architect Braha Kunda (director of the Interior Design program at Holon Institute of Technology). A third workshop is in the planning, to create an eco-structure by the sea for Jewish and Arab residents of Jaffa outside Tel Aviv. Finally, a workshop led by architect Gilad Rosenzweig (arc-des) and the volunteer architects of Architecture for Humanity Tel Aviv Chapter to design a community center for the Ethiopian community of Kiryat Gat, a project that will be built.
ECOWEEK 2010 takes place under the auspices of the European Institute of Law, Science and Technology and the cooperation of the Royal Danish Embassy, The Dutch Green Building Council, the US Cultural Center in Jerusalem, Bruno Zevi Foundation in Rome, the Porter School of Environmental Studies at Tel Aviv University, Friends of the Earth Middle East, Architecture for Humanity Tel Aviv Chapter, Palestine Peace Society, Brigham Young University and others.
