Brief description:

The aim of the workshop is the regeneration and the environmental upgrade of Machis Analaton Square in order to function as an ecological
collective public space for the neighborhood and the broader area. In the case-study area, the ecological approach focuses both on 1) the
green element / the “invasion” of the natural landscape into the urban structure, the bioclimatic design and the improvement of the area’s
microclimate, as well as on 2) the exploration of methods for urban sustainability through the active participation of people and even the
exploitation of discarded urban materials. The workshop is oriented towards a bioclimatic sustainable project which is easy to apply, of low
maintenance cost, that may constitute a "green” reference point that empowers the social interaction between the city’s inhabitants as well as
promotes the ecological consciousness.
