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Workshop Ecoweek in Rome - THE MILL
The project addresses the issue of transformation of an industrial building realized the early years of the 900 to be allocated for residential use. The building is an old mill for the flour production. Is made in two parts: a large silos (about 40 mt height) today completely empty and a production area made of four floors (about 250 sqm each)
The concrete envelope of the building is fixed and can support light tranformations according with the site and the environmental problems, but the interior can be completely transformed.
The theme of the workshop is: THEME D: Existing Building Sustainability - Upgrade, Reuse and Expansion. The aim of is to investigate the potential uses of light technologies to reuse existing buildings. An idea of sustainability which looks at different aspects of architecture: energy as well as costs or construction site problems.
