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ALONG THE BANKS OF THE TIBER – FOLLOWING THE OUTLINE OF THE ANCIENT PORTUENSIS WALLS

The workshop site is located along the banks of the Tiber River, following the outline of the ancient Portuensis Walls.

Scope of the workshop is to define a network of small, low impact and low budget interventions, aimed to stimulate a spontaneous  use of the river banks as well as to enhance the public  enjoyment of the river's natural  environment.

The students will have the possibility to work in a space (AKA office) located immediately next to the site, taking advantage of a continuous, direct, interaction with the area.

Some guided "walks" will be organized in order to help them to fully understand  the complexity and historical stratification of the site and  the envisaged development plans of the public administration.

Individual and group work will be oriented toward putting into practice of some of the ideas emerged during the workshop,  realizing small permanent or temporary projects (in collaboration with the local authorities) that should become a good starting point for future developments.

The workshop is focused on the valorization of the natural and historical resources of the Tiber River, promoting an approach based on eco-sustainability and environmental responsibility by applying it in one of the most important ecosystems in the Rome metropolitan area.
