Social Bikesharing
Workshop brief

The workshop focuses on the design of micro urban interventions: small architectures for bike sharing stations located along the existing bike ride between Santa Maria della Pieta’ and Valle Aurelia station. 
The interventions will take place in correspondence with the major stations, located along the bike trail, that work every day as major connecters between the city of Rome and its hinterland.
The aim of the workshop is to contribute to the municipality cycling outline plan to introduce bike sharing stations along the city bike rides network.  The Santa Maria della Pieta’/Valle Aurelia bike ride is taken as a pilot project to test the proposal and, in the future, extend the intervention to the rest of the network. 
The microarchitectures will be designed as energetically self-efficient, light and flexible structures to be easily prefabricated and assembled with components. They will be relational spaces for the neighborhood and info points for bike riders who want to move in or visit Rome using the bicycle. Other programmatic activities will be integrated into the small architectures: rest area, wifi area, bar, bike mini shop etc. depending each location.  Flexibility and imaginations is the key!
The municipality of Rome outline plan  aims to change from 225 to 1,200 miles of cycle network with new bike sharing stations and new parking lots in exchange nodes. We believe that Eco week should support this project!!! 
The workshop will be organized as the following:

Part 1: Participant will be asked to bike the path, design the micro interventions, their location and programs and their impact as a network.
Part 2: Participant will be asked to develop the micro architecture designing a fast deployment structure including test construction details with mock-ups 1:5 and 1:1. The structure will be based on a modular system able to provide shadowing and generate energy with the mandatory use of teflon pv and wood.
